RELATING TO THE SERVICEMEMBERS CIVIL RELIEF ACT

Recommendation
To strengthen the protections afforded to members of the reserve components under the Servicemembers Civil

Relief Act (SCRA), the National Guard Association of the United States supports:

A. Legislation to protect veterans from foreclosures for a period of one year and 90 days (15 months) after
leaving active service

B. Amend the Servicemembers Civil Relief Act (SCRA) to mandate both the refund of college tuition
payments for members who cannot complete a school term due to military service, and the protection of
academic standing of service members deployed on active duty

C. Congressional review of the SCRA, and any other applicable law such as the Fair Credit Reporting Act
(FCRA), to expand relief for involuntarily mobilized members of the reserve components; and to
provide specifically that no adverse judicial or administrative action may be taken that affects a
reservist’s credit history from the date of mobilization until 180 days after being discharged from active
duty
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
